The government has continued to hold weekly post-Cabinet press briefings which are
leading to a greater flow of State information to the media.

THREATS

A sharp rise in cases of Dengue in Jamaica could lead to the return of Covid-type
restrictions which could limit contact between Government ministers and the news
media. Attacks on journalists by non-State actors is creasing.
